“Blood & Honour” is a network of neo-Nazi-
skinheads, founded by Screwdriver-frontman
lan Stuart Davidson (see also: Screwdriver). It
operates on an international base. Sections of
B&H can be found in nearly every European
country. “Blood & Honour” was the slogan of
the “Hitler Youth”, engraved on their knives.
B&H also builds a link to the “Nuremberg Race
Laws”, fully named “Law to protect German
blood and German honour’. B&H uses the
Triskele as one of their main symbols (see also
Triskele and number codes: 28).
